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1. Introduction of the Academy and the Dance Division

The Karol Szymanowski Academy of Music in Katowice is the oldest higher education institution in Upper Silesia, founded in 1929. It offers bachelor's and master's degree studies in accordance with the European Credit Transfer System (ECTS), as well as postgraduate courses.

Apart from the didactic activities, the Academy holds a variety of artistic events such as concerts, masterclasses, workshops, competitions and conferences both on national and international levels.
The Dance Division of the Karol Szymanowski Academy of Music in Katowice was founded in 2019. It is an innovative unit offering holistic education in dance within the major ‘dance theatre actor’. Renowned professional dance teaching artists from Poland and abroad help students to perfection their performance skills allowing them to experiment and share their artistic vision. 

2. Number of exchange students to be accepted

In order to ensure conditions of learning on the highest possible level not more than 6 students per semester shall be accepted as exchange students. 

3. Requirements for participants

· openness to other cultures and interest in a variety of dance cultures

· curiosity of different views and concepts

· understanding of ways of knowing the world and awareness of creativity in life

· at least a good level of dance skills, presented in a 3-4 min video

· English language proficiency level corresponding to the Common European Framework of Reference for Languages (CEFR) level B2 – upper intermediate, confirmed by a document or certificate. 

Prospective exchange students should be at least in the second year of studies at the time of participation in the exchange programme. 

4. Tuition (for bachelor and master levels)

In case a disparity in numbers of exchange students between the Zhejiang Conservatory of Music and the Dance Division of the Academy of Music in Katowice occurs within a semester, a tuition of 3300 EUR per semester should be paid by each exchange student. Such cases shall be discussed case by case by both institutions. 

5. Start and end dates of the semester

Each academic year in the Karol Szymanowski Academy of Music in Katowice is divided into 2 semesters. 

- winter semester – classes are given from 1st October till mid-February (apart from the Christmas break, usually lasting from 22.12 to 7.01).

- summer semester – classes are given usually from mid-February till mid-June (apart from the one-week Easter break in March or April). 

6. Housing arrangement

Exchange students may be accommodated in the Academy’s Student Dormitory, depending on the availability of rooms. 

The Student Dormitory is located about 700 m from the Academy buildings. It offers double rooms with or without a bathroom that are shared by two students of equal gender. The toilets and showers as well as kitchens are available on each floor.
The students living in the dormitory can have free access to the Internet, providing they sign a contract for the Internet service.
